Venue: 
Christian said Holly Jacobsen volunteered UT El Paso. Binghamton is on the table, but no one has volunteered. Peter will ask Jenny Beneman about Charleston. The ease of transportation is also an issue. Josep has volunteered UT Brownsville in a future year. 
First choice would be Charleston. It is East Coast and there is synergy to support the T&I program. Peter will approach her about Charleston. Christian will approach Holly about UTEP. Peter said that 2010 is looking good for University of Arizona. 
The Board will try to choose a venue by 1 December. If a venue will commit to a particular date, we will put that in the plan. 

Conference planning. 

Geoff will provide the lessons learned comment from ATISA III to Jonathan. Jonathan will add it to the bottom of the ATSA Plan and Timeline and blank out the dates. That will become a draft to circulate to the Board for comment and Conference organizers for action, as soon as the latter are identified. 

Incorporation.

Geoff will incorporate us in Ohio as of 1 January 2007. That will allow Jonathan to file the taxes for 2006 with all the old numbers and set up accounting for the new year at a clean break for the new fiscal year. 
Elections. 

Edwin and Brian reach the end of their term in March. Claudia needs to issue the call for nominations in the last quarter of 2006. With calls for votes going out in January and February along with reminders to pay dues, we should have the election finished in March, with the new Directors taking office on 1 April. 

Translation Summit. 

The Federal government is on board. So is Utah, with financial and organizational support. Geoff will represent ATISA and Kent State University and academics in general.
